TOGETHER, WE ARE STRONGER
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Counting time: the dam wall breaks ... 

In the last couple of weeks, National President David Smith has been locked in interesting discussions at a very 
high level regarding the counting time issue. Our Victorian and South Australian Presidents, Anthony Boyle 
and Brian McArdle, have been working hard in support of our National President, and we’ve been very pleased 
by the level of engagement from the NTC’s staff, and other key players, with us here in National Office. 

If you’re a betting man, now’s time to get your money on. We predict that industry will see a decisive win  
on the counting time issue, before the end of April. 

... the Union shows its teeth, and the ATA has a quiet word ... 

One of the reasons we’re so confident of a win is that the whole industry has been working as a united team  
to fix this issue. 

Today, the Union has finally gone public, revealing that they’ve been in Court in South Australia for some 15 
months, fighting to defeat charges against two drivers that were caused by the counting time issue. 

And the TWU has won the case! Read their press release here, which reveals that one of the drivers they 
defended faced potential fines of $10,000 due to the counting time rule. Their press release also publicly 
reveals that  

the SA Crown Solicitor stated that, ‘following representations made by the union, 
the authorities will now review in SA the means by which they calculate the number 
of hours driven by a heavy vehicle driver in a 24 hour period.’  

Last year the ATA decided that it wouldn’t get involved in funding Court cases on this issues – and while that 
was frustrating for some of us, it was probably fair enough, as the ATA isn’t really set up to fight these kinds 
of battles in Court. 

But that doesn’t mean that the ATA hasn’t been involved in this campaign. National Chairman of the ATA, 
David Simon, has chewed the ear of some of the most senior people in government about this issue, and so too 
have some of the most senior people from some of the biggest logistics businesses in Australia. 

... and we’re off to see the key Ministers 

Having gained great support from across industry, ALTA won’t be taking any chances of allowing victory  
to slip away through our fingers.  

In the next three weeks, we’re visiting the key Ministers in Victoria and South Australia to make sure they 
understand how important it is that this law is actually changed.  

It won’t be good enough just to instruct the enforcement officers to back off. That kind of deal just unravels 
over time. We want the actual words in the law itself changed. We won’t rest until we see the coffin nailed shut 
on the old ‘counting time’ provisions in the law. 

Rego and fuel charges: up by 2.4% ... 

Late in February, the NTC released their proposed figures for this year’s annual indexation of registration 
and fuel charges. Annual indexation is set to take effect on 1 July each year. 

If approved, the increase will be 2.4%. That means that fuel charges will go up from 22.6cpl to 23.1cpl.
